IMPORTANT INFORMATION

1.  All entrants should be aged between 11 (eleven) and 18 (eighteen) years (tertiary students not eligible)

2.  An entry fee of $5 (five) per artist will apply for a maximum of 3 (three) entries

3.  All entries must be the original and recent work of the artist.

4. Each exhibit must have a label stating: TITLE, MEDIUM, PRICE (or if not for sale NFS) ARTIST’S NAME, ADDRESS & CONTACT NUMBER fixed to the back of the work

5. Works to be hung MUST have appropriate hanging equipment ie. wire or strong cord secured  approximately  1/4 from top of the frame, (see attached instructions) otherwise they may not be accepted

Unframed stretched canvases are accepted provided sides are painted

6.  Ferntree Gully Arts Society Inc. reserves the right to make decisions on suitability for acceptance & display.

7.  Every effort will be made to hang all entries, space and other conditions permitting, please list works in order of preference for display on the entry form

8.  A nominal commission of 20% (twenty percent) will be taken on works sold in the Senior category only

9.  The Ferntree Gully Arts Society Inc. will take all reasonable care with exhibits but under no circumstances can liability be accepted for loss or damage. Insurance of exhibits is the responsibility of the artist

10. Works MUST be collected at the close of the exhibition between 4-5pm. Uncollected work will be disposed of after 3 (three) months

HANGING REQUIREMENTS

In order to display exhibits in the Hut Gallery it is expected that they be submitted to the Hanging Committee in a suitable condition.  Please refer below for details: 

1. Works to be hung must have appropriate hanging equipment securely fixed to the exhibit eg. d-hooks screwed to the side of the frame or canvas stretcher.

Hanging clips are not acceptable, neither are screw eyes as they can damage the wall.

2. Hooks are to be placed 1/4 the way down from the top of the frame

3. Framing cord or brass wire must be used to hang the work.  Single strand wire, string or garden twine, for example, are not acceptable.

4. Framing cord, stapled to the back of the exhibit, is only allowable on small, lightweight frames.

5. The apex of the hanging wire to be no higher than 75mm from the top of the frame so the hanging wire is not visible.

6. Frames must be strong enough to support the work of art, especially when glass is included with the frame.

7. Unframed stretched canvases to be painted on all sides.

8. 3D works must be able to be displayed in a safe manner.  
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
